Dr. Stephen Graham of the Louisville Chi-
ropractic Center recently published his
“Top 10 Reasons to Walk ½ Hour a Day!”
According to Graham, walking:

1. Decreases heart disease by
30% to 40%

2. Decreases risk of stroke by 50%
3. Decreases risk of cancer

(breast cancer alone by 20%)
4. Promotes weight reduction

(decreases risk of type 2 diabetes
by 50%)

5. Strengthens bones and joints
6. Increases muscle tone
7. Increases better sleep
8. Increases positive mental attitude
9. Improves cognitive tasks

10. Increases life expectancy

community will discover that walking (and
running) can also help make disciples of
Jesus Christ!  

On March 17th, our church will sponsor a
Radical Run For Missions (5K run/walk or
a 1 mile fun run/walk).  All proceeds from
this event will benefit future Recreational
Ministries’ mission projects such as: the

Henry Green Project Summer Mission
Sports Camp for 2012 and an additional
sports camp.  As we walk and run on the
17th, we will be providing resources to
help our church Reach Out in the name of
Christ to boys and girls in Dothan.

The cost for the 5K Run/Walk is $20 and
the cost for the 1 mile Fun Run/Walk is
$10.  You may sign up the day of the race.
However, to receive a T-shirt you must sign
up before March 3rd.  You can easily sign
up, pay, and place the size of your shirt on-
line at www.fumcdothan.org.

Online, you may also volunteer to help with
this event.  Help is needed in Food Serv-
ice/refreshments, Water Stations, Traffic
Control, and Goody Bag Stuffing. 

Our Radical Run for Missions is just an-
other great example of how our family of
faith is Reaching Out in our community!
